How to get to the venue: 
There are many ways to arrive to the venue, I selected the ones that I feel are the easiest. Here is the address anyways:

I am giving you only directions to Chalfont & Latimer tube station (even though there are other options available) because I plan to organise a shuttle service from there to the venue, so PLEASE let me know your travelling plans the soonest to be able to arrange that the most efficiently possible.

And if you need to check your journey you can use google maps and find free Wi Fi in airports and cafés around London. 
1) Heathrow: (Bus + metropolitan line). This airport is the closest to the venue, trip should take around 1hr. 

From Heathrow Airport Central take the bus 724 towards Harlow Town Centre: 9 stops for approximately 45 minutes. Get off at Rickmanswort Railway station. From there you have a couple of minutes walk towards Rickmanswort metropolitan tube station. Get in and travel towards Amersham; get off at Chalfont and Latimer. 
Tickets: You canNOT buy tickets on the bus so buy tickets at the airport!!! You can ask for help and get a ticket one way for the whole trip, buses + tube (tell them your final destination is Chalfont & Latimer in zone 8). Explain that you need a receipt of what you have payed otherwise I will not be able to refund you. 

Otherwise, either you have a contactless credit/debit card (ok for buses and tube), or get an OYSTER CARD (which is a pass for both tube and busses): they ask for a deposit of 5 pounds, but you will be able to have it back if you return the card before leaving. With these last 2 methods I won’t be able to refund you but if you are in a rush it could be the easiest way. 

2) Gatwick: (train + tube + tube) approximately 1hr 45 mins

From Gatwick airport station take a train to London Bridge. Here is the link to buy tickets online (if you buy it in advance you might get cheaper deals) http://www.thameslinkrailway.com/. You can obviously buy the tickets at the airport too!

From London Bridge get to the underground, Jubilee line (the grey one) towards Stanmore and get off at Finchley Road Station. From there get into the metropolitan line towards Amersham and get off at Chalfont and Latimer.

Tickets: You can ask for help and get a ticket for the whole trip, train + tube (tell them your final destination is Chalfont & Latimer in zone 8). Explain that you need a receipt of what you have payed otherwise I will not be able to refund you. 

If you buy the train ticket online then you can use contactless or Oyster for the tube (see indications from Heathrow) but then I would not be able to refund you!!!  So again, ask for help and get a one way tube pass for zone 8. 

3) Stansted: (train + tube) approximately 2 hrs

From Stansted get a Greater Anglia train (https://www.abelliogreateranglia.co.uk/) or a National Express coach (http://www.nationalexpress.com/home.aspx) towards Liverpool street. At Liverpool station get to the Metropolitan line towards Chesham. And get off at Chalfont & Latimer. 

Tickets: You can ask for help and get a ticket for the whole trip, train + tube (tell them your final destination is Chalfont & Latimer in zone 8). Explain that you need a receipt of what you have payed otherwise I will not be able to refund you. 

You can buy tickets to Liverpool street online or at the airport. For the coach you can buy it directly on board (but only in cash).

If you buy the train ticket (or coach) online then you can use contactless or Oyster for the tube (see indications from Heathrow) but then I would not be able to refund you!!!  So again, ask for help and get a one way tube pass for zone 8. 

4) Luton: (train + tube) approximately 1hr 45 mins

From Luton airport station take a train to Farringdon Station. Here is the link to buy tickets online (if you buy it in advance you might get cheaper deals) http://www.thameslinkrailway.com/. You can obviously buy the tickets at the airport too!

From Farringdon get to the Metropolitan line towards Chesham and get off at Chalfont and Latimer.
Tickets: You can ask for help and get a ticket for the whole trip, train + tube (tell them your final destination is Chalfont & Latimer in zone 8). Explain that you need a receipt of what you have payed otherwise I will not be able to refund you. 

If you buy the train ticket online then you can use contactless or Oyster for the tube (see indications from Heathrow) but then I would not be able to refund you!!!  So again, ask for help and get a one way tube pass for zone 8. 
5) South end: (train + tube) approximately 2 hrs and 20 mins

From South end airport get a Greater Anglia train (https://www.abelliogreateranglia.co.uk/) towards Liverpool street. At Liverpool station get to the Metropolitan line towards Chesham. And get off at Chalfont & Latimer. 

Tickets: You can ask for help and get a ticket for the whole trip, train + tube (tell them your final destination is Chalfont & Latimer in zone 8). Explain that you need a receipt of what you have payed otherwise I will not be able to refund you. 

You can buy tickets to Liverpool street online or at the airport. For the coach you can buy it directly on board (but only in cash).

If you buy the train ticket (or coach) online then you can use contactless or Oyster for the tube (see indications from Heathrow) but then I would not be able to refund you!!!  So again, ask for help and get a one way tube pass for zone 8.
