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We invite 21 youth workers from The Netherlands,
Poland, Hungary and Croatia to come together to
learn about the four directions of The Peace Compass:
Peace within, with others, in society & culture and with
the Earth.

During the training youth workers will explore community
building and peacebuilding through experiential learning
in nature, offering a holistic and embodied learning
experience. The six-day journey moves step by step —
from inner resilience and emotional well-being, to
interpersonal cooperation and conflict navigation, to
building a Culture of Peace and global perspectives on
sustainability and regenerative economies. Each day
builds on the previous one, creating a coherent path of
learning and transformation.



The aim of this training is

to contribute to more inclusive, cooperative,
and sustainable youth work practices that
support young people to imagine and create
futures rooted in peace and sustainability,.

The objectives are for youth workers to

Improve their emotional well-being and resilience,
increasing their capacity to support youth;

Develop their ability to solve conflict and facilitate
inclusive win-win solutions, thereby creating a positive and
safe group atmosphere for youth;

Enhance their creativity and ability to contribute to a
Culture of Peace, through engaging youth in Story Telling
and Theater;

Increase the awareness and practice of sustainability in
youth work, thereby addressing eco-anxiety in youth,
developing a positive relationship to nature and increasing
youth'’s participation in mitigating and countering climate
change and natural destruction;

Create a network for support, Learning and cooperation,

SO partner organisations in the youth work sector can
improve their work.

"~ The youth workers will leave the project with a sense of professional confidence and empowerment to deal
with difficulties such as mental health challenges, conflict, exclusion, or disengagement. The news skills gained by
the youth workers will strengthen their ability to work inclusively, to facilitate dialoque across differences, and to
engage young people as active citizens in their communities.

Creating a long-term impact is done when participants share the knowledge and tools with their colleagues,
creating a multiplier effect within their organisations You will have access to training materials, and are
encouraged to adapt the methods to your local realities and integrate it into your youth work practices. The
creation of a “community of practice” among the participants will further support sustainability: even after the
training, youth workers will remain connected through online platforms, exchanging experiences and resources,
and inspiring one another to keep developing professionally. The follow-up of the training is thus very important.

To validate and recognize the learning outcomes, all Erasmus+ activities should
provide participants with a Youthpass certificate. Competences for youth
workers are evaluated by the ETS Model for Youth Workers.

We hold everyone’s needs as equally
important.

o Conflict Management: \e attempt to follow the suggestions set-out in the Conflict Management document that’s
sent out.

o Caring for shared space: \We take responsibility for contributing to a space that is enjoyable to work and live in. We
don’t leave any personal items in the workshop room during lunch break and after the last session. We help setting-up
and clearing up breakfast in the morning.



Nina Koevoets has been a trainer in peacebuilding and nonviolence for a decade. She’s
the author of The Peace Compass (2024), a children’s book (2023), and co-author of a
Study Guide on nonviolence (2019). She has a bachelor in psychology (major) and

Her training in conflict resolution is extensive, including a 10 week long training
programme in Nonviolence in the USA, several Erasmus+ projects about this topic, one
